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What our costs include 
All Fly Spain costs are inclusive of accommodation and pick-up.  Non flyers are required to pay a £140 supplement. 
Deposits are required to guarantee a place and are non-refundable, whether for a holiday booking or course.  These 
can be paid by bank transfer to either a UK or Spanish account.  Please email us for details. The remainder can either 
be paid the same way prior to the course or in cash on arrival.  Please note that the only cheques we accept are Euro 
cheques. 

Flights 
These range from between £20 and £35 for an easyJet flight from Gatwick (single ticket) or £80 to £125 (return) with 
most other carriers.  Ideally you need to fly into the main airport at Malaga, which is the largest airport in the south of 
Spain and offers flights at extremely reasonable prices. There are many companies offering very low cost flights over 
the Internet, the most popular ones being: easyJet, Travel Jungle, Flight Line. 

Malaga to Algodonales takes approximately one and a half hours and gives you the opportunity to see some of the 
stunning sights of Andalucia.  Alternatively, you can fly to Jerez or Cadiz, approximately an hour and a half from 
Algodonales, but the choice of flight times will be more limited.  Companies offering flights to these destinations 
include Cheap Flights and BMI Baby. 

Transfers 
Depending on the course/holiday, we send a bus to collect at Malaga airport for 1pm.  That scheduled time is fixed.  
Transfers outside that time can be arranged for you at a cost of 60 Euros for a taxi or possible bus (15 euros).  

Transport 

Hire cars are available at 70–120 Euros per week. There are many firms to choose from and the best we have found 
so far is carjet.com and Holiday Autos, but things do change so do shop around.  There is also a bus route running by 
the front of Malaga Airport every 15 minutes to the central bus depot.  A bus to Algodonales costs, at most, 15 Euros, 
takes about 1.5- 2hrs and is a very comfortable and easy way to get there.  See our fact sheet for Directions from the 
airport and Bus times. 

Documentation required 
You will need to have a current E111 (from any UK Post office) and medical and repatriation insurance for your time 
here. Our tried and tested recommendation is Airsports Insurance. It is essential that you have both these items as, 
without them, you will be unable to undertake any course. We are supported with an almost negligible liability, so we 
strongly recommend that you also have a personal accident policy.  This is worth having, if your employment doesn’t 
cover sickness cover, in the event of any possible injuries and for your family’s peace of mind.  

Local currency 
Euros. There are cash machines everywhere, which are very useful and only charge, a nominal amount for 
transactions.  Its worth checking with your bank about your limit abroad before you travel.
